� The comedy category can encompass pretty much any content considered to be comedy, whether stand-up, short film or episodic piece.  


� Examples of these can be short-form commercials (e.g., 30 second spots), long-form sponsorship pieces or static advertisements 


� Examples of the Lifestyles category include talk shows, travel shows and cooking shows.  


� Examples in the Music category could include short form content, such as music videos, as well as longer form music programs.  


� Examples in the Public Affairs category include news programs, government agency meeting/recordings and public service spots.


� Sporting programs can include things such as live or taped events of local high school or colleges, tips from golf pros, etc.


� Have something creative that doesn’t fit into one of the aforementioned categories, then enter it into this category.
